Discussion Questions for February 23, 2010

Read again Matt 20:1-16.  Dr. Jones, reminds us in chpt. 7 that we are often found downcast or without joy because we forget grace in the very presence of grace.  How does this parable speak to that?

In light of the above- it seems that it would be of benefit to us to be women who are well attuned to the immense presence of grace in our lives.  Not sure where to start?

          * “Christian, what do you believe?”  Every Lord’s Day, we answer this together.  Reflect on what it is that you say—WHAT do you believe?  Is there grace in that belief?  Describe some of it. (BTW: don’t let the opportunity to remind and proclaim this thoughtfully together pass you by each Sunday—our liturgy is a gift that continually teaches and instructs us in grace.)

        * “A child of God keeps two books always by him, one to write his sins in so that he may be humble; the other to write God’s mercies to him in, so that he may be thankful.” Thomas Watson   Sounds like a GREAT idea.
Perhaps if we are exercising our ability to readily see grace—immense grace, we will be less prone to forget grace in the midst of everyday life.  What do you think this has to do with reclaiming joy?
